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  Summary of Task
Presentation: Revised Scene of The Lightning Thief
Throughout Unit 3, students plan, write, and revise a scene from The Lightning Thief written from the perspective of a new character who is the child of a Greek god, or another figure from a traditional story, and therefore has some of the powers of that chosen character. For the performance task, students create a multimedia presentation explaining their narrative choices: choice of Greek god (or a character from another traditional story), new character choices, choice of scene from The Lightning Thief to revise, and how and why they revised that scene. Students present to a live audience, such as members of the school community or parents, including reading aloud their revised scene.

Format

Multimedia presentation to a live audience

Standards Addressed through This Task

The performance tasks at the end of every module are neither formative nor summative assessments. They are not formative since they come at the end of the module, concluding students’ learning about the module topic and the literacy skills they have built over eight or nine weeks. However, they are also not summative because they are heavily scaffolded to help students create high-quality work, and so are not a strong measure of what students can do independently. For these reasons, we do not recommend analyzing performance tasks with the same lens used to analyze assessments. Look at students’ performance tasks through the lens of the attributes of high-quality student work (authenticity, complexity, craftsmanship):

· SL.6.4: Present claims and findings, sequencing ideas logically and using pertinent descriptions, facts, and details to accentuate main ideas or themes; use appropriate eye contact, adequate volume, and clear pronunciation.

· SL.6.5: Include multimedia components (e.g., graphics, images, music, sound) and visual displays in presentations to clarify information.

· SL.6.6: Adapt speech to a variety of contexts and tasks, demonstrating command of formal English when indicated or appropriate. (See Grade 6 Language standards 1 and 3 for specific expectations.)

Student-Friendly Writing Invitation/Task Description
Throughout Unit 3, you wrote and revised a scene of The Lightning Thief told from the point of view of a new character—the child of one of the Greek gods or another figure from a traditional story—who is a friend of Percy Jackson. 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 Key Criteria for Success (Aligned with CCSS ELA)

Below are key criteria students need to address when completing this task. Specific lessons during the module build in opportunities for students to understand the criteria, offer additional criteria, and work with support to construct a criteria list by which their work will be critiqued and formally assessed.

Your multimedia presentation will include:

· a description of your new character,

· a description of the Greek god or traditional figure who is the parent of the new character,

· a description of the scene you have chosen from The Lightning Thief,

· an explanation of why you chose that scene,

· reading aloud your revised scene, and

· any relevant media (e.g., images) you would like to include.

Options for Students

· Extension (literacy): Students could record an audio version of their revised scene, including sound effects and music to build suspense.

· Extension (digital): Students could create an animated or illustrated version of their narrative on slides within slideshow software.

· Students could record their presentations rather than present them to a live audience, or deliver to a smaller, specifically selected audience.

Options for Teachers

· Students will have varying levels of comfort producing illustrations of their new character. Provide options so that all students can feel successful. Determine specific criteria for this aspect of the performance task. Collaborate with an art teacher or parent with artistic ability to practice illustrating figures. Consider also allowing students to use and/or modify royalty-free images online (e.g., http://eled.org/0147 or http://eled.org/0181) as an alternative to hand drawing. 

· Presentations may take longer than the allocated 30 minutes, depending on the number of students in the class. This event could work in different ways and can be altered if there is additional available time than what is allocated here. Students could present in a “poster session,” for example, with students stationed around the room with laptops and the audience circulating around to listen. Alternatively, students could present to the audience one by one or present to their own small groups. Consider ways to best set up students for success. 

· If technology is not available for students to create multimedia slideshows, students could create presentation materials by hand and pass them around to audience members.

· Students could present to an audience including their own class, other classes in the school, teachers, family members, or community members.

Greek Mythology and The Lightning Thief Character Presentation 
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I chose Hypnos because I really like to sleep, and he seemed like an interesting god to find out more about. He is the son of Erebus and Nyx. He has a twin brother—the god of death. He has four sons—all gods of dreams. And for my narrative, he also has a daughter, whom you’ll learn more about shortly! 
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He lives in a cave in the underworld with his twin brother—in Erebus, where the River Lethe (which means forgetfulness) starts and where night and day meet. He can use sleep for good or for bad. He carries a poppy stem and a branch (or cup) with water from the River Lethe. He has wings sprouting from the sides of his head, near his temples, or sometimes shown near his eyebrows. He is thought to be a calm and gentle god, helping humans in need.

+ Has a sharp intuition about things that might happen
+ Has a tendency to panic in challenging situations )

+ Favorite colors are red and black

+ Has a kitty named Azlin
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I based this character on myself and my own characteristics. I like all of the things that she likes, especially sleep! As I was writing the story I was thinking about how I might behave in that situation. A lot of what she experiences is what I would experience in the same situation, like panicking in challenging situations. Her kitty’s name is Azlin, which means a night vision or dream.
