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	Mid-Unit 2 Assessment: Analyze Figurative Language and Central Idea: “The Hippo Roller”


(For Teacher Reference)

The Module 2 Mid-Unit 2 Assessment is a reading assessment (RI.6.10). Students read a new informational text about another design solution to a critical problem, and answer selected response and constructed response items questions about figurative language, connotative meanings, and vocabulary in context (RI.6.1, RI.6.4, L.6.4a, L.6.5a, L.6.5c), central idea (RI.6.1, RI.6.2), methods used to introduce and develop the reader’s understanding of the ideas in the text (RI.6.1, RI.6.3), and how structure and particular sentences contribute to the development of ideas (RI.6.1, RI.6.5). Students also write a brief summary of the text (RI.6.2, W.6.10).

The Hippo Roller

The Hippo Roller is a large barrel attached to a handle that allows users to collect more water and easily roll it back to their homes.

(4) Petzer and Jonker’s solution has had tremendous impact. Users can now collect 25 gallons of water in one trip, and they can do it with less physical strain. “I used to fetch water six or seven times a day,” reports one user. “Now with the Hippo, I do it once every two or three days.” With the Hippo Roller, women and children are collecting more than just water; they are also collecting time. Sample response: The article “The Hippo Roller” explains the problem of clean water access and how a clever solution solved that problem. The Hippo Roller allows users to gather more water less often. This means they have more time to go to school or grow their businesses. Many people have to take long walks every day to fetch water and carry it back on their heads in heavy 5-gallon buckets. This is bad for their physical health. It also takes time away from other more important tasks. The Hippo Roller was invented by two South Africans to solve this critical problem. It is a large barrel that also acts as a wheel, making it easy to roll and enabling people to carry more water more easily.
