· present your curator’s statement and label, explaining how the piece you have chosen connects to the theme in a focused, coherent manner using pertinent descriptions, facts, details, and examples;

· speak in a formal, clear manner, emphasizing important points;

· speak with adequate volume;

· speak with clear pronunciation;

· use appropriate eye contact while speaking;

· speak at a pace that is easy to follow; and

· directly refer to the visual display to emphasize and clarify points.
