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 Summary of Task

Harlem Renaissance Museum Collection

Throughout the module, students have read poems and stories, listened to songs, and viewed visual and performing art from the Harlem Renaissance. Students will now share these works with an audience beyond their classroom in a Harlem Renaissance Museum. Sharing this museum with others is important because these are seminal works and yet there are so few middle school resources on the Harlem Renaissance. In Unit 3, students have curated a set of texts, songs, and artwork connected by a theme from the Harlem Renaissance. Additionally, they have curated a contemporary piece that they either found or made themselves. Together with their classmates, students will present their set to a wider audience in a Harlem Renaissance Museum. Both their written and oral presentation of their curator’s statement, labels, and the works themselves are part of their museum exhibit.

Standards Addressed through This Task
The performance tasks at the end of every module are neither formative nor summative assessments. They are not formative because they come at the end of the module, concluding students’ learning about the module topic and the literacy skills they have built over eight or nine weeks. They are also not summative because they are heavily scaffolded to help students create high-quality work, and so are not a strong measure of what students can do independently. For these reasons, we do not recommend analyzing performance tasks through the same lens used to analyze assessments. Look at students’ performance tasks according to the quality of the authenticity, complexity, and craftsmanship of their work. Below are possible questions to keep in mind when considering these attributes:

· Authenticity: Does the student demonstrate interest and investment in their chosen texts? Does the student provide appropriate explanations of how the works connect to the theme? Do students address the intended audience appropriately and engagingly?

· Complexity: Does the student demonstrate a deep knowledge of the texts? Has the student effectively communicated the details that develop the theme, including poetic structure and figurative language?

· Craftsmanship: Do the visual elements in the exhibit help to emphasize the points rather than distract from it? Is the student’s writing accurate and thoughtfully crafted? Does the student speak carefully, with attention to purpose and audience? Has the student successfully incorporated peer feedback on the content and presentation?

The following standards are addressed, but not assessed:

Options for Students
· Extension: For the Harlem Renaissance pieces (texts, songs, artwork), students can gather from the ones they explored in class or find their own pieces.

· Extension: For the contemporary piece (text, song, artwork), students can choose from the ones explored in class or find a piece on their own. Students may also choose to create their own piece inspired by the Harlem Renaissance themes, structures, or language.

Options for Teachers
In order to build authentic engagement and pride in their high-quality work, classes are encouraged to transform their classroom (or other presentation space) into a museum by changing lighting and arranging tables and desks. Also consider using text layout software, large printers, matting, and laminating machines to create professional-quality visuals and signs. Other options include tickets for museum-goers, a snack bar, a gift shop, curtains, and tablecloths. Over the course of the third unit, consider dedicating time at the end of each lesson to create and send invitations and work on other aspects of the museum.

Students may choose to:
· Present their museum exhibit to other classes and schools or the wider community,

· Create a website, uploading their exhibits and curator’s statements to reach a wider audience, and

· Create an anthology of Harlem Renaissance works to share with other classes, schools, or libraries.
