Answers will vary. In the graphic novel Maus I by Art Spiegelman, the author visits his father, Vladek, to learn about his experiences. Vladek was once a young Jewish man living in Poland during the Holocaust. As Art interviews Vladek, we learn about how Vladek survived the Holocaust. When the war began, Vladek became a Polish soldier. He was captured by the Germans and became a prisoner of war. For months, he lived in a German prisoner of war camp. When he returned to Poland, he found that terrible things were happening to Jews in his city, Sosnowiec. Jews were forced into ghettos and were treated violently and killed. A deep sense of agency enabled Vladek to persevere. He managed to survive, but it took a terrible toll on him and his family. As a result of his wartime experiences, his life has been difficult ever since. Yet Vladek continues to try to live as best he can. Ultimately, Maus I explores the theme that there is a deep human will to persevere, to keep oneself and one’s family alive, in the face of oppression.
