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Unit 1 Assessment: Reading, Comparing and Contrasting, and Creating a Videobook of Stories
(For Teacher Reference)
This assessment focuses on students’ comprehension of literary text. It centers on CCSS ELA RL.2.1, RL.2.2, RL.2.3, RL2.6, RL.2.9, SL.2.2, and SL.2.5 and has three parts. In Part I, students hear an excerpt of The Ant and the Grasshopper read aloud and answer questions about this fable (SL.2.2, RL.2.1). Students then reread the fable on their own, complete a graphic organizer describing its story elements, and write a paragraph describing the its central message (RL.2.1, RL.2.2, RL.2.3, RL.2.6). In Part II, students use a copy of “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” to compare and contrast two versions of the same story by completing a T-chart and short response question (RL.2.9). In Part III, students create a videobook in which they read aloud a page of the story “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees.” The audio portion of this recording is used to measure progress toward SL.2.5.
CCSS Assessed:
· RL.2.1: Ask and answer such questions as who, what, where, when, why, and how to demonstrate understanding of key details in a text.

· RL.2.2: Recount stories, including fables and folktales from diverse cultures, and determine their central message, lesson, or moral.

· RL.2.3: Describe how characters in a story respond to major events and challenges.

· RL.2.6: Acknowledge differences in the points of view of characters, including by speaking in a different voice for each character when reading dialogue aloud.

· RL.2.9: Compare and contrast two or more versions of the same story (e.g., Cinderella stories) by different authors or from different cultures.

· SL.2.2: Recount or describe key ideas or details from a text read aloud or information presented orally or through other media.

· SL.2.5: Create audio recordings of stories or poems; add drawings or other visual displays to stories or recounts of experiences when appropriate to clarify ideas, thoughts, and feelings

Assessment Directions:
The assessment is administered in Unit 1, Lesson 11 (Parts I and III) and Lesson 12 (Parts II 
and III).
Part I: Responding to a Read-aloud and Recounting and Determining the Central Message
1. Distribute copies of the Unit 1 Assessment, Part I: Responding to a Read-aloud and Recounting and Determining the Central Message and pencils, and orient students to the directions.

2. Display the cover of The Ant and the Grasshopper. Share that this text is another version of the two texts “The Ants and the Grasshopper” and “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees.”

3. Tell students they will listen to the text read aloud and then answer several questions about it.

4. While still displaying the text, complete a first read.

5. Referring to the Unit 1 Assessment, orient students to the directions for Questions 1–3.

6. Direct students’ attention to the following anchor charts:

· Close Readers Do These Things anchor chart

· Strategies to Answer Selected Response Questions anchor chart

7. Remind students to refer to these anchor charts as they answer the assessment questions.

8. Direct students to answer Questions 1–3 on their assessment.

9. After 5–7 minutes or when students have completed Questions 1–3, orient them to the directions for Questions 5–6. Tell students that for this part of the assessment, they will complete a graphic organizer and write a paragraph.

10. Direct students’ attention to the Revising and Editing Checklist anchor chart and remind them to refer to this anchor chart as they write their paragraph in Question 6.
11. As students complete Questions 5–6 independently, circulate and provide support by rereading the directions and reminding students to refer to the text as needed. This is also an opportunity to analyze students’ behavior while taking an assessment. For example, look for those who are returning to the text as they complete Questions 5–6.

12. Prompt students who finish early to check their spelling, capitalization, and punctuation using the Revising and Editing Checklist anchor chart.

13. After 20–25 minutes or when students have completed Part I of their assessment, collect copies of the assessment and transition students back to the whole group area.

Part II: Comparing and Contrasting Two Versions of a Story
1. Distribute copies of the Unit 1 Assessment, Part II: Comparing and Contrasting Two Versions of a Story, “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees,” The Ant and the Grasshopper, and pencils, and orient students to the directions for Part II.

2. Orient students to the directions for Part II.

3. Remind students that in Lesson 10, they created a T-chart comparing and contrasting two versions of the same story. Now, on the assessment, they will complete the same T-chart using the “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” and The Ant and the Grasshopper.

4. Direct students’ attention to the Close Readers Do These Things anchor chart and remind them to refer to this anchor chart as they answer the assessment questions.

5. As students complete Questions 1–2 of Part II independently, circulate and provide support by rereading the directions and reminding students to refer to the text as needed. (This is also an opportunity to analyze students’ behavior while taking an assessment. For example, look for those who are returning to the text as they complete Questions 1–2.)

6. When students have completed Part II of their assessment, transition them back to the whole group area.
Part III: Creating a Videobook
1. Distribute copies of Unit 1 Assessment, Part III: Creating a Videobook and orient students to the directions.
2. Teacher to display directions for students:
a. Review the procedure for recording with a video device.

b. Group members put themselves into the correct sequence (based on their “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” scene paintings) to read each part of the story aloud.

c. Each group member holds up his or her “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” scene painting in the camera’s view while reading his or her part aloud.

d. Read fluently and with expression.

e. All other group members remain quiet while waiting their turn.

3. Invite students to transition to their pre-determined area with their small group, and point out the materials waiting for them: copies of “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” and their “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” scene painting.

4. Direct students to begin preparing themselves to read the text.

5. Tell students that only one role-play group will record themselves reading at a time and that you will travel from group to group to help them with the recording process. When it is not their group’s turn, they have the choice of listening to other groups or reading independently. Remind students that you won’t have time to visit every group today and assure them that any remaining groups will be recorded in the next lesson.

6. Emphasize that the room must be quiet during recording so that the recording is clear and of good quality.

7. Circulate and choose two or three groups to record.

8. Use the device to record students reading aloud while showing their accompanying “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees” scene paintings.

9. After 10 minutes, refocus students whole group and invite them back to the whole group area.

Sample response: He has food for the winter.

Question 3: What happens to Grasshopper once winter comes? (RL.2.1, SL.2.2)
Sample response: He does not have food for the winter.

1. Reread The Ant and the Grasshopper on your own. Then fill in the graphic organizer below. (RL.2.2, RL.2.3, RL.2.6)

Sample student response:

The ant and the grasshopper live in the forest. It is summer. Winter is coming. Soon, it will be hard to find food. Grasshopper does not want to work. He plays. He does not work to get food. Ant works hard to get food for the winter. In winter, Grasshopper is cold and hungry. But Ant helps him by sharing his food. The central message is that you should work before you play.

Part II: Comparing and Contrasting Two Versions of a Story

1. Think about “Bunnyyarl the Flies and Wurrunnunnah the Bees.” Think about The Ant and Grasshopper. How are these stories the same? How are they different? Record two things that are the same and two things that are different on the chart below. Remember to use the texts to help you. (RL.2.9)
