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Mid-Unit 3 Assessment: Narrative Writing:
Revising a Scene from Peter Pan
(For Teacher Reference)

This assessment has two parts and centers on CCSS W3.3, W.3.4, W.3.6, W.3.10, L.3.2a, L.3.2c, L.3.2d, and L.3.3a. In Part I, students answer selected response questions to show their understanding of some of the conventions of standard English. In Part II, students apply what they have learned about writing narratives to revise a scene from Peter Pan using a complete Narrative Planning graphic organizer. Since this will be first-draft writing, grammar and conventions will not be formally assessed. Students will word-process their revised scenes, if possible.

· Wendy is motherly and takes care of the children.

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Explain how the character(s) respond to the problem.
· How does he/she feel?
· Peter is amused.
· Wendy is amused.
· Hook is a little scared.
Revise so that Wendy is worried, not amused.

· What does he/she think? 

· Peter thinks it is funny to play the trick.

· Wendy thinks it is funny to play the trick.

· Hook thinks a spirit is playing the trick.
Revise so Wendy is worried about the trick.

· What does he/she say?

· Peter answers all of Hook’s questions.

· Wendy answers one of Hook’s questions.

· Hook asks lots of questions.

Revise so Wendy does not answer Hook’s questions and instead talks to Peter to try to get him to stop.

· What does he/she do? 

· Peter plays the trick.

· Wendy joins in on the trick.

· Hook tries to find out who is playing the trick.

Revise so Wendy does not join in on the trick but tries to stop Peter from playing it.

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Provide a solution/resolution.
· How is the problem solved/resolved? Peter tells Hook that it was him playing the trick.



What happened next? Use the ideas on the Narrative Planning graphic organizer to revise this scene in the way the reader requested.
REMEMBER: A well-written revised scene: 

· Seamlessly fits into the original story
· Establishes the same narrative voice and situation as the original scene
· Has the same central problem as the original scene
· Has the same outcome as the original scene
· Shows, not tells, character feelings through dialogue and description
· Uses words and phrases for effect to help the reader understand important parts of the story
· Uses temporal words to show time order
· Has a title that is capitalized correctly
· Follows rules of writing (spelling, punctuation, and grammar)

Use Rows A–J on the Narrative Writing: Grade 3 Rubric and sample response below to assess student writing.
Revised Scene from Peter Pan: Chapter 9 – “The Mermaid Lagoon”
Title correctly capitalized

“What kind of trickery is going on here?” thundered Hook. “I gave no such order.” He looked around and shivered. “Dark spirit that haunts the lagoon tonight,” he called out. “Do you hear me?”
Wendy saw what Peter was about to do and clapped her hand over his mouth to silence him. She whispered softly in his ear, “Don’t Peter. Please don’t.” But Peter was not one to pass up the opportunity to play tricks on Hook. No one was going to stop him having fun, not even Wendy. He glared at her and in a split second wriggled out of her grasp and then said aloud, “I hear you,” in Hook’s own voice.
Hook was brave, but Smee and Starkey hugged each other, shaking. “Who are you?” Hook called out. 
Establishes the same situation as the original and maintains the same narrative voice as the original. The revised scene fits seamlessly into the story.

Revises Wendy’s character response immediately to be more like her character in the rest of the story.

Uses dialogue and a description of her actions to show Wendy’s character.

Wendy looked anxiously at Peter, reaching for his hands and pleading with her eyes for him to not answer. If they got caught, what would happen to the lost boys? Who would tuck them in and read them stories? Who would make sure they didn’t stay out playing too late in the lagoon? Who would stop them eating Hook’s poisonous cake? Who would tell her mother? Who would make sure John and Michael remembered their parents? Peter withdrew his hands from her and looked at her with disappointment before replying, “I am James Hook, captain of the Jolly Roger.”

Wendy shivered violently and wanted to cry. Not only had she upset Peter, but she was sure this was going to end badly. She really didn’t want to be a mother to Hook and the pirates. 
“No, you aren’t!” Hook screamed angrily.
“Yes, I am,” the voice insisted.
“If you are Hook,” Hook said, trying to sound friendly, “then who am I?”
“You are a codfish,” Peter said promptly.
Smee and Starkey were slightly stupid, and proud—a bad combination. “A codfish?” they muttered. “Have we been taking orders all this time from a mere fish?” Hook barely heard them. It was not their lack of faith in him that most bothered him but, suddenly, his lack of faith in himself. He felt his ego slipping away from him. “Don’t desert me,” he whispered to it, hoarsely.
Organizes a sequence of events that unfold naturally and mirror the events in the original scene.

Uses sensory and concrete language.

Uses temporal words and phrases to signal the order of events.

“Hook,” Hook asked cleverly, “do you have another voice?” Wendy heard the slyness in Hook’s voice and realized he was now playing tricks too. She put her finger to her lips desperately hoping that Peter would take notice and stop before it went any further. But Peter could never resist a game, so he answered in his own voice, “I do.”
“And another name?”
“Yes.”
Wendy could barely stand to listen anymore. She wanted to cover her ears with her hands, but she knew she needed to be ready for what would come next.
“Are you an animal, vegetable, or mineral?” Hook asked.
“Yes, no, and no,” Peter replied.
“Are you a man?” Hook tried next.
“No,” Peter practically spit.
“A boy, then?”
“Yes.”
“An ordinary boy?”
By now Wendy was quaking uncontrollably, she was so afraid of what was going to happen next. Hook was stumped. With one last attempt, Wendy once again reached for Peter’s hand, urging him with her eyes to stop. But it was no good.
“You can’t guess, you can’t guess,” Peter bragged. “Give up?”

In Peter’s pride, the pirates saw their chance. “Yes, we give up,” they cried. “Tell us who you are.”
“I’m Peter Pan!” Peter Pan yelled out, laughing.
