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End-of-Unit 2 Assessment: Narrative Writing: First Person Story Based on Divided Loyalties

(For Teacher Reference)

This two-part assessment centers on CCSS ELA RL.4.1, RL.4.3, RL.4.5, RL.4.6, RL.4.9, W.4.3, W.4.10, and L.4.1b. In Part I, students write a short first person narrative explaining in detail what a character from Divided Loyalties is thinking and feeling at a specific point in a scene. In Part II, students answer selected response and short answer questions about literary texts.
As students take the end of unit assessment, consider meeting with students individually and using the Reading: Foundational Skills Informal Assessment: Phonics and Word Recognition Checklist to gather phonics and word analysis data (see Module 1 Appendix).

· Follows rules of writing (spelling, punctuation, and grammar)

1. Analyze the character’s thoughts, feelings, and actions.
2. Draft your first person narrative.
3. Use the Narrative Writing Checklist to revise and edit your writing.

Use rows A–H on the Narrative Writing: Grade 4 rubric and the sample response below to assess student writing.
It was with a heavy heart that I arrived at the dock with my family early this morning to board the ship for New York. I was sad to leave our life in Burlington behind, and I was particularly upset to be leaving without my eldest son, William, who has become a Patriot soldier. I desperately wanted him to, but I wasn’t sure if he would show up to say goodbye. We waited on the dock until the ship was about to leave, but there was no sign of him. I could see from Mary’s face how upset she was. I had given up hope and was just telling my family to board when, much to my relief, he appeared. Ben and Abigail’s faces lit up to see their older brother, and Mary was both pleased and sad to be able to tell her son that she loves him, one last time. I was grateful to have the opportunity to apologize for the terrible things I said last time I saw him. I was also relieved to be able to pass on the keys to the store and the house so that he always has somewhere to return to after the war. I may not agree with his choices, but in some ways I am proud of my son for doing what he feels is right for him and the cause he believes in. I swallowed down my tears as we waved goodbye. “You will always be my son,” I told him as we boarded the ship. I pray he makes it through the war and we see him again one day.
