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End-of-Unit 1 Assessment: 
Web Research and Text-Based Discussion

(For Teacher Reference)
This assessment centers on CCSS ELA RI.5.1, RI.5.7, RI.5.10, W.5.7, W.5.8, and SL.5.1a, SL.5.1b, SL.5.1c, and SL.5.1d. It has two parts. In Part I, students apply what they have learned about web research to use multiple print and digital sources to find answers to the question: “What can I do to help the rainforest?” Students fill out a note-catcher, which they then use in Part II, when they participate in a Science Talk to discuss the answer to the question they have researched.

	When I’m in the grocery store I can look at where foods like chocolate, bananas, and orange juice come from and guide my family to choose ones that come from places that don’t damage the rainforest.

	“Learn more about rainforests and teach children, friends, and family.”
	Teach my friends and family about how important the rainforests are.

	“Utilize the online bill pay options provided by most credit card, gas and electric, and cable companies.”
	Suggest to my family they pay bills online rather than getting paper bills in the mail.

	“Bring together neighbors, family, and friends for a ‘Rainforest Run’ or a ‘Rainforest Rummage Sale’ and donate the proceeds to an organization that is conserving rainforests.”
	Organize some kind of fundraising event for the rainforest at school.

	Summary:

	The rainforests are disappearing and with them plants and animals, including medicinal plants that cure deadly disease. We also need the rainforest to produce oxygen. There are things that we can do to help the rainforest, including not buying animals that are brought to this country from the rainforest, being thoughtful about how we buy and use products like rubber, coffee, and rainforest lumber, and recycling whenever possible.

	When I read or see that 
(evidence) …
	It makes me think that to help save the rainforest I can …

	“Many animals from the rainforests are brought to our country illegally. Parrots and iguanas, for example, are often imported illegally. We should not buy these animals, since that encourages other people to bring in more animals.”
	Encourage my family and friends not to buy pets that come from the rainforest.

	“Rainforests are cut down to harvest the timber and also to make room for farms to grow coffee and spices. Each of us needs to be thoughtful about the way we consume these products, and support companies and programs that make a commitment to safe environmental practices.”
	Consider how I buy and use coffee, spices, and wood and encourage my friends and family to do the same.

	“Recycle and re-use whenever possible, and help keep the earth green and healthy.”
	Recycle paper, cans, and plastic bottles.

	Ask my friends and family to be aware of where the food they buy comes from.

	“Use less paper—re-use paper instead of throwing it out. Cut it up to use as a notepad, or recycle the paper you use.”
	Be more careful about how I use paper, including recycling paper.

	“Have a bake sale or school fundraiser to raise money to donate to an organization that works to conserve rainforests.”
	Try to organize some kind of fundraising event to donate to an organization.
