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Mid-Unit 2 Assessment: Analyzing a Short Video and Examining Point of View
(For Teacher Reference)

This assessment centers on CCSS ELA RI.5.1, RI.5.6, RI.5.10, and SL.5.3 and has two parts. In Part I, students watch and listen to a short video about Jackie Robinson’s lifelong fight for civil rights, answering questions and completing a graphic organizer to summarize the main points the speaker makes and identify the reasons and evidence given to support each claim. In Part II, students reread a section of Promises to Keep, applying what they have learned to compare and contrast accounts of Jackie’s early months in the major leagues as told by different members of the Robinson family. They then demonstrate understanding by answering selected response and short answer questions about the point of view expressed in the passages.

Mid-Unit 2 Assessment: Analyzing a Short Video and Examining Point of View
(For Teacher Reference)
This assessment has two parts. In Part I, you will watch a short biography of Jackie Robinson, take notes, and answer questions about the video. In Part II, you will reread pages 38–39 of Promises to Keep and answer short answer and selected response questions.
Note to teacher:
Part I of this assessment focuses on students’ ability to summarize the points a speaker makes. On devices, students will watch the short video: “Jackie Robinson—Mini Biography” (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-VE0-ynbg4A) twice.
1. First viewing: Instruct students to watch the first time for gist and encourage them to take notes about key points.
2. Second viewing: Briefly review the directions and graphic organizer below. Then, direct students to play the video a second time to allow them to note a key detail to support each point.
3. After the second viewing: Direct students to answer the questions on the following page to assess listening comprehension. These questions assess main ideas and key details that show an overall comprehension of the video and should not require a third viewing of the video.
Students should complete Part II of the assessment on their own. The letter on page 39 of the book is written in Jackie Robinson’s handwriting. You may choose to read this letter aloud if students are unfamiliar with reading cursive writing.
Part I
Watch the video the first time for gist. You may take notes as you watch to help you remember important points. Then, watch the video a second time, looking for evidence of how Jackie fought for social change before, during, and after his baseball career. Take notes on the graphic organizer below as you watch, adding a detail from the video to support each point. (SL.5.3)

2. Part A

Responses will vary, but may include something like:
He wants to play his best. (Students may also mention that he misses his wife.)
Part B
From Jackie Robinson’s point of view, what is the best way to overcome that challenge? Support your answer with a quote from the text. (RI.5.1, RI.5.6)
Responses will vary, but may include something like:
He is working hard to practice and get in shape. He writes, “My only aim is to get in the best possible shape and let my work tell the rest.”
Reread the caption containing the quote from Rachel Robinson on the bottom of page 39. Then, answer the questions below.
3. Part A
Which statement best summarizes Rachel Robinson’s point of view about her husband’s biggest challenge in his early days of playing in the major leagues? (RI.5.6)

4. Pick two points of view to compare (those of Sharon, Rachel, or Jackie Robinson). Explain one way in which their views on Jackie’s early months in the major leagues were similar. Support your analysis with a quote from each text. (RI.5.1, RI.5.6)
Responses will vary, but may include something like:
Both Jackie and Sharon Robinson felt that Jackie could earn respect by playing well. Jackie said, “My only aim is to get in the best possible shape and let my work tell the rest” (page 38). Similarly, Sharon said, “My father’s skill gained him the respect of the team” (page 39).
5. Pick two points of view to contrast (those of Sharon, Rachel, or Jackie Robinson). Explain one way in which their views on Jackie’s early months in the major leagues were different. Support your analysis with a quote from each text. (RI.5.1, RI.5.6)
Responses will vary, but may include something like:
Rachel Robinson felt that Jackie’s biggest challenge was to stay calm and positive. She said, “Jack talked about how hard it was to hold back his anger.” But Jackie seemed most concerned about playing well. In his letter, he said he was “working very hard to get into the best possible shape” and wrote only about how hard he was practicing and that he missed his wife (page 39).
