An effective presentation will:

· Introduce the three factors chosen
· Introduce the athletes chosen as examples, and the sport they are famous for
· Describe the first factor with athlete examples
· Describe the second factor with athlete examples
· Describe the third factor with athlete examples
· Contain a conclusion that summarizes the three factors
· Provide a list of sources, including images
An effective presenter will:

· Use slides and notes—not read from a script
· Make eye contact with the audience
· Show expression with face and body language
· Speak at a loud enough volume to hear
· Speak at a pace that is easy to follow
