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Mid-Unit 3 Assessment: 
Writing an Invitational Letter

(Answers, for Teacher Reference)

This assessment centers on CCSS ELA W.3.2, W.3.4, L.3.1c, and L.3.2b. Students use planning done in previous lessons to write a letter to guests inviting them to the live launch of their water issue video PSAs. The letter briefly outlines the water issue the presentation addresses and the purpose of the presentation and also includes details about where and when the presentation will take place. Students address an envelope in which to send the invitation, demonstrating an ability to use commas correctly in mailing addresses.
