1. She hasn’t finished her homework, but it is due this morning.

Student responses may vary, but could include: The word “but” joins two independent clauses that each makes sense on its own. It tells us why the fact that she hasn’t finished her homework matters so much.

2. We have a big soccer game this weekend, so I am nervous.

Student responses may vary, but could include: The word “so” joins two independent clauses that each makes sense on its own. It tells us how he/she feels about the big soccer game.

3. I thought I had finished my writing when my teacher noticed I had left out some important information.

Student responses may vary, but could include: The word “when” joins two clauses and makes the second clause about leaving out important information dependent on the first. It tells us the sequence of events.

4. I did my math homework while I was waiting for my brother to finish school.

Student responses may vary, but could include: The word “while” joins two clauses and makes the second clause dependent on the first. It tells us when he or she did the homework.

5. I have an umbrella because it is raining.

Student responses may vary, but could include: The word “because” joins two clauses and makes the second clause dependent on the first. It tells us why he or she has an umbrella.

Narratives

· Narratives tell a story about real events or imagined experiences. They can be told from a first person (I) or third person (he/she) point of view.

· Narratives have a clear sequence of events that makes sense and is easy to understand. These texts have:

· A beginning that establishes the situation and introduces the characters and/or narrator

· A middle that describes the central problem and explains how the character(s) respond to the problem

· An ending that has a solution/resolution to “wrap up” the problem

· Narratives use pacing to slow down important events in the story and speed up parts of the story that are less important. Authors control the pacing in a narrative by: 

· Using transition words and phrases to span time 

· Combining and/or reducing sentences to briefly describe events that aren’t important

· Describing important parts of the story in great detail; expanding sentences to add concrete words and sensory details to build anticipation and help readers imagine events and experiences.
