1. “Yuck! This is disgusting!” she said as she pushed the plate away.

Student responses will vary, but could include: “Yuck” is an interjection. It shows the character’s sudden expression of disgust at the food she was eating. We know from this word that she really didn’t like the food at all.

2. “Ouch! That hurt!” he hollered after sitting on a prickly wire brush that someone had left on his chair.

Student responses will vary, but could include: “Ouch” is an interjection.

It shows the character’s sudden expression of pain after sitting on the wire brush. “On” is a preposition. It introduces information about where he sat and where the wire brush had been left.

3. “Oh no! I forgot to do my homework,” she said while they were walking to school.

Student responses will vary, but could include: “Oh no” is an interjection. It shows the character’s sudden expression of concern after realizing that she hadn’t done her homework. “To” is a preposition. It introduces information about where they were heading.

4. “Wow! This is so amazing!” he said while looking at her artwork.

Student responses will vary, but could include: “Wow” is an interjection. It shows the character’s sudden expression of amazement at how good her artwork was. “At” is a preposition. It introduces information about what he was looking at.

5. “Yum! This cake is delicious!” she thought as she ate another large piece from her spoon.

Student responses will vary, but could include: “Yum” is an interjection. It shows the character’s sudden expression of delight at the taste of the cake. “From” is a preposition. It introduces information about the implement she was eating with.
