	Sentence
	Many plants depend on birds to carry their seeds into new places. (from page 25 of A Place for Birds by Melissa Stewart)

	Rationale
	This sentence is compelling because it uses the adjective new and the determiner many to help address the daily learning targets and L1.1f. This sentence connects to the module guiding question by helping us understand a reason people should care about birds. Invite students to discuss each chunk briefly but encourage extended conversation and practice with the focus structure: Many plants depend on birds. Students apply their understanding of the meaning and structure of this sentence when determining the main idea of the text, when working with adjectives in the performance task, and in the Unit 3 assessment when they identify the reasons the author gives to support the point that people need birds.

	Many plants depend on birds

	Deconstruct: Language Goals
	· What is this chunk about?” plants that exist in the world (noun/subject)

· depend on birds: “What does this chunk tell us?” This chunk tells us more about plants; they need birds to do something in order to live. (verb phrase)

· Many: “Can you figure out why the author wrote Many?” Many refers to a lot of the plants that exist in the world. This is important because it tells us that a lot of them depend on birds. (determiner)

· Students can pretend to be plants and play a quick round of Simon Says. Call on all students, some students, or many students to stand up and pretend to be plants.

	Deconstruct: Language Goals
	· “What is this chunk about?” This chunk is about why plants depend on birds. When birds eat the fruit of a plant, they also eat the seeds inside the fruit. Birds carry the seeds in their body until they pass the seeds in their droppings.

· Students can act out standing up and flying around, carrying a pretend seed.

	Deconstruct: Language Goals
	· “Where will the birds carry the seeds?” Birds pass seeds in their droppings in a different place, away from the parent plant. (prepositional phrase)

· “What is another word for new? What if we remove new?” (different; without new, we might not know that the seeds can travel to a different place where the plant has never been)

· “What is the function of new in this chunk?” (It is an adjective that describes the place where birds carry seeds.) (adjective + noun)

· Students can act out standing up and being plants or birds. Using classrooms items such as markers for seeds, students can pretend to be plants holding seeds and saying, “Many plants depend on birds.” Students pretending to be birds can respond “to carry their seeds into new places” and take the seeds from the plants, carry the seeds away, and drop them away from the plants.

	· “Can you say this sentence in your own words?” A lot of plants need birds to take their seeds to different places.

· “How does this Language Dive add to your understanding of the guiding question?” It connects to the guiding question by helping us infer a reason why people should care about birds: plants need birds.

· Students can each hold a chunk and switch places to show the sentence in a different, correct order (to carry their seeds into new places. Many plants depend on birds)

· “Can we say this sentence in a different order? How?” (To carry their seeds into new places, many plants depend on birds.)

— To provide lighter support: “Can we divide this sentence into two or more sentences? What do we have to remove or change? Which is better, the original sentence or the two new sentences?” (Many plants depend on birds. Birds carry seeds into new places. We can get rid of the preposition to and add birds. The original sentence is better because to helps make the reason obvious and clear.)

· To provide heavier support: Invite students to discuss the meaning of the sentence in home language groups. Compare how the adjectives in the sentence are different from the adjectives in the Adjectives for Vocabulary Volleyball list.

· Students can act out being different kinds of seeds using adjectives. (round, small, big, long)
