After reading Chapter 2 of The Hope Chest, look at this artwork inspired by the chapter and answer the following questions:

1. a.
How does the illustration reflect the description in the text? Refer to details in the text. (RL.4.1, RL.4.7)
Sample student response: The artwork shows a reporter in the trenches. This connects to pages 26 and 27 when Violet tells Mrs. Renwick that she would like to be a reporter, “Like Nellie Bly. She filed news from the trenches in Europe, you know. During the war.”

1. What does the artwork help you understand about this scene that the text does not? (RL.4.7) 

Sample student response: The artwork shows us what being in the trenches during the war actually means—soldiers were hiding in deep holes, looking over the top for the enemy. 

2. Chloe calls her car the Hope Chest, but what is a hope chest really? Which phrases in the text best help you understand the meaning of hope chest? (RL.4.1, RL.4.4)

Sample student response: On page 21 it says that a hope chest was a “big wooden trunk that a girl was supposed to fill with things she’d need when she was married.”

3. a.
On page 24, Mrs. Renwick says that young ladies “should not travel unaccompanied on the train.” If “accompany” means to go somewhere with someone as a companion or a guide, what do you think unaccompanied means? (RL.4.4, L.4.4b)

Sample student response: Alone without a companion or a guide
b. What is a synonym for unaccompanied? (L.4.5c) 
Suggested response: Alone 
c. What is an antonym for unaccompanied? (L.4.5c) 
Suggested response: Together 
4. What does Mrs. Renwick think of women and men having equal rights? How do you know? (RL.4.1, RL.4.3)
Sample student response: She doesn’t think men and women should have equal rights. She doesn’t think women should be doctors or reporters, or vote, and she doesn’t think women can be anything they want to be. She says on page 28, “If women go out being doctors and reporters and demanding to vote, then how can they expect men to protect them anymore?”
