Main ideas: Both texts are about the journey, the Gilo River incident, and life at camp.

The Second Sudanese Civil War was a tragedy for millions. Thousands of boys fled the fighting and walked through three countries searching for safety. They were called the “Lost Boys.” Their story is unforgettable and has been told many ways. A Long Walk to Water, a novel by Linda Sue Park, tells the story of Salva. In the author’s note, Park explains, “some of the details in this story have been fictionalized, but the major events depicted are based on Salva’s own experiences.” John Deng Langbany’s article “One Day I Had to Run” is about a similar journey. His article is nonfiction. Comparing the two texts shows how Park used historical events in the novel. Many of the same major events are described in both texts. However, the authors focus their attention differently in the two accounts.
The novel and Langbany’s article discuss similar events. For example, both texts describe the journey from Sudan to the United States. Both also describe the walk from Sudan to the first refugee camp in Ethiopia. In chapters 1–11 of A Long Walk to Water, Salva describes the horrors of the long journey in detail. He includes hunger, thirst, and people dying. Langbany also describes “a very hard journey” across the desert to Ethiopia. Both texts also discuss how they were treated at Kakuma. In A Long Walk to Water, Salva says that the local people “would often sneak in and steal from the refugees” (84). Similarly, Langbany recalls that, “the native people treated us badly because they didn’t know us.” Park clearly based her novel on real events.

While Park hasn’t changed history, she does focus her attention differently from Langbany. For example, most of A Long Walk to Water describes the journey from Sudan to Ethiopia. Only chapter 13 is about the journey from Ethiopia to Kenya. However, Langbany focuses nearly half of his article on this part of the journey. Another difference is the description of when the boys are forced to swim the Gilo River. In A Long Walk to Water, Salva describes the current and the crocodiles as the most serious threats they faced. In contrast, Langbany focuses on the threat of being shot. The events are the same. But the dangers are described differently. Park focuses on how harsh nature can be. Langbany focuses on the danger from humans.

Main idea: Park uses history but with a different focus than the article.

Although the article and the novel focus on different parts of the journey, they discuss similar events. There are probably many reasons for the differences in focus. One reason may be that Langbany and Salva were different ages during the time described. This means that they had different views. Even if they went through the same events, they would have experienced them differently. Regardless, it is clear that Park found meaning in historical events. In her novel, she uses the experiences of real people like Salva to offer an inspiring message of hope and perseverance.

(For Teacher Reference)

Introduction (red)

1. Point to the first paragraph of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water,” and remind students of the gist statement for this paragraph.

2. Read the sentences marked “red” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Using a total participation technique, invite responses from the group:

“What is the purpose of the first sentences of this paragraph?” (Gives the reader information they need to know to make sense of the rest of the essay and grab readers’ attention so they want to read more. For example, in the model, the introduction describes the Sudanese civil war at the beginning so that readers understand the subject and are interested to learn more.)

3. Explain that you are going to color the first part of this paragraph red because it is an eye-catching color, like the information catching the reader’s attention. Refer to the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference).

4. Focus students on the first box at the top of their Painted Essay® Template that says “Introduction.” Invite students to paint this red, just as you did on the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water.” Emphasize that they are to stay in the lines and not to paint into the Focus Statement box.

5. When most have finished, instruct students to put their brushes down.

Focus Statement (green)

6. Repeat steps 1–5 with the next part of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water”—the focus statement—marked “green” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Students will paint in green. Ensure students understand that the focus statement provides the main idea that you want the reader to take away. In the case of the model essay, the focus statement is actually several sentences. Explain that a focus statement can be a few sentences. For example, in the model, the focus statement: “Comparing the two texts shows how Park used historical events in the novel. Many of the same major events are described in both texts. However, the authors focus their attention differently in the two accounts.”

Points 1 and 2 (yellow and blue)

7. Repeat steps 1–5 with the next part of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water,” points 1 and 2, marked “yellow” and “blue” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Students will paint in yellow and blue. Ensure students understand that the two points break down the focus statement into two parts, which will be explained in the writing to support the focus statement. For example, in the model, the two points are that many of the major events are described similarly in each text, but that the authors have chosen to focus their attention on different parts of the journey the Lost Boys took.

8. Briefly check all student work before moving on to the next step.

Proof Paragraph 1 (yellow)

9. Repeat steps 1–5 with the next part of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water”—Proof Paragraph 1—marked “yellow” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Students will paint in yellow. Ensure students understand that the purpose of this paragraph is to give evidence and reasons to prove point 1. This can look lots of different ways depending on what the essay is about. It needs to be specific and supports the main point. For example, in the model, this paragraph uses examples from each text to show how they treat the same events in a similar way.

10. Briefly check all student work before moving on to the next step.

Transition (yellow and blue)

11. Repeat steps 1–5 with the next part of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water”—transition—marked “yellow and blue” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Students will paint in both yellow and blue—their designs can be however they’d like, as long as both colors are identifiable. For example, students could paint blue and yellow stripes or blue and yellow polka dots. Ensure students understand that the purpose of this sentence is to provide a transition between the ideas in Proof Paragraph 1 and the ideas in Proof Paragraph 2. For example, in the model, this sentence links Proof Paragraph 1, which was about how the authors of the two texts treat events similarly, to Proof Paragraph 2, which gives evidence of how the authors focus their attention on different parts of the journey the Lost Boys took.

12. Briefly check all student work before moving on to the next step.

Proof Paragraph 2 (blue)

13. Repeat steps 1–5 with the next part of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water”—Proof Paragraph 2—marked “blue” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Students will paint in blue. Ensure students understand that the purpose of this paragraph is to give evidence and reasons to prove point 2. For example, in the model, this paragraph provides evidence from both texts that shows how the authors focus their attention on different parts of the journey the Lost Boys took.

14. Briefly check all student work before moving on to the next step.

Conclusion (green, yellow, and blue)

15. Point to the final paragraph of the model “Using History in A Long Walk to Water” and remind students of the gist statement for this paragraph.

16. Read the final paragraph, sentences marked “green,” “yellow,” and “blue,” on the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference). Using a total participation technique, invite responses from the group:

“What is the purpose of this final paragraph?” (The purpose is to wrap up the piece by restating the focus and adding some of your own thinking about why it is important. For example, in the model, this paragraph restates the focus statement (“Although the article and the novel focus on different parts of the journey, they discuss similar events”) and gives possible reasons for why the texts differ as they do, including the different audiences they were written for and the ages of the main characters themselves.)

17. Explain that you are going to color the first part of this paragraph in green, yellow, and blue because it is a mix of the focus statement, point 1, and point 2. Refer to the Compare and Contrast Model Essay (example for teacher reference).

18. Invite students to mix their yellow and blue paints to make a shade of green. Explain that this shade of green is different from the color used for the focus statement, and is probably a bit different from the green created by other members of the class. This color should remind students that the conclusion is a place for their own reflections. To write the conclusion, they run the ideas in the yellow paragraph and the ideas in the blue paragraph through their own minds and bring them together to make something new—their own thinking on the topic! Be sure that students notice that, although different shades, both the conclusion and the focus statement are green. Their reflections in the conclusion must still connect back to the focus statement. Refer to the model for an example.

19. Invite students to use the green they made to paint the final box on their template.

20. Review the structure of the model using the colors, emphasizing the name and purpose of each part of the essay, as well as the relationship between them.
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
