What does the word haze tell you about what Salva was experiencing? What is the connotation of the word haze?

Salva felt the whole atmosphere of the room change. In consulting a dictionary, haze is defined as a collection in the air of very fine particles, as of mist, smoke, or dust, that partly obscures vision of distant objects. So, the connotation of the word haze is that it is hugely impactful, affecting not just Salva’s mood, but the entire room.

Most Narratives

· Narratives tell a story about real events or imagined experiences. They can be told from a first person (I) or third person (he/she) point of view.

· Narratives have a clear sequence of events that makes sense and is easy to understand. These texts have the following:

· A beginning that establishes the situation and introduces the characters and/or narrator

· A middle that describes the central problem and explains how the character(s) respond to the problem

· An ending that has a solution/resolution to “wrap up” the problem

· Narratives use pacing to slow down important events in the story and speed up parts of the story that are less important. Authors control the pacing in a narrative in these ways:

· Using dialogue and descriptions to slow down time

· Using transition words and phrases to span time

· Narratives help you understand another’s experience.

Some Narratives

· Some narratives use descriptive language.

· Some narratives tell of events far in the past or in very different places.

· Some narratives try to show the habits of character that allow people to do extraordinary things.
