· He would like for everyone to know more about the Lost Boys and Sudan.

· He is grateful to the United Nations, International Red Cross, Moore family, Episcopal Church, Rochester, Monroe Community College, Water for Sudan, Inc., Board of Water for Sudan, and Rotary Clubs.

· He knows that hope and perseverance helped him overcome obstacles.

Author’s Note

· Some events in the story have been fictionalized, but the majority is Salva’s true story.

· Nya’s part was created through interviews with villagers, as well as studying video footage and looking at photographs.

· The Second Sudanese Civil War occurred in 1983 and was the conflict between the Muslims in the north and the non-Muslims in the south.

· Millions were killed, imprisoned, tortured, and enslaved.

· Millions were unable to return to their homes.

· Hundreds of thousands of Lost Boys, like Salva, walked in search of safety.

· Upon returning home after the conflict, many found their families gone.

· Others lived for years in refugee camps, like Salva.

· Some were finally reunited with their families after decades of separation.

· In 2002, the United States passed the Sudan Peace Act, which named the Sudanese government responsible for the deaths of more than 2 million people.

· Three years later peace occurred between the North and the South.

· The South was able to govern itself.

· There is a war in Darfur between the Arabs and the Africans in the western part of Sudan, which is separate from the north/south conflict.

· Salva reunited with his family twice more, including with his cousins, the children of his uncle.

· He has also reunited with other Lost Boys in Rochester.

· As of 2014, Salva’s organization, Water for South Sudan, drilled 250 wells.

· Salva now lives in South Sudan.

· The author traveled to South Sudan to see Salva’s work and is grateful to call Salva a friend.

Addendum, 2015

· People have been inspired by Salva’s story.

· Schools have developed fundraisers for Sudan.

· Salva and Linda would like to thank everyone for their efforts, as they are saving people’s lives.
