Voiceover: The camera focuses on a garden, and an actor’s voice says, “That year, spring came early”; the narrator’s voice tells us what an actor is thinking, but the narrator cannot be seen.

Camera work: A shot zooms in to an actor’s face; a shot scans the environment; a shot includes a loud ticking clock in the background.

Events (including sequence): A scene is presented as shorter or less important than it is in the book; a scene is included in the film that does not take place in the book; a scene takes place later in the film than it does in the book.

Directions: As you view each segment of the film Farewell to Manzanar, complete the tables to analyze the way that the film conveys the text. You will focus on particular moments in the film, which are listed in the left-hand columns of the tables below. For each moment, focus your attention on the filmmakers’ choices regarding certain film elements (music/sound, sequence of events, body language/facial expressions, lighting, camera work, dialogue, etc.). As you watch, note details about these choices in the left-hand column.

After watching the film segment, spend several minutes analyzing how the film stays faithful to or departs from the text. You can consult your text of Farewell to Manzanar and your Connections and Distinctions note-catcher. Add these notes to the right-hand column.

Throughout Units 1 and 2, as you deepen your understanding of significant ideas from the text, there will be opportunities for you to return to the right-hand column to note how the moments in the film convey these significant ideas.

The responses provided on the following pages include multiple details from the film and connections to significant ideas to account for varied student responses. Individual students may not record as many details or connections.

	Film Segment 1 [00:00:00–00:27:30]: Contains content from Chapters 1, 2, and 22

	Describe the moments surrounding the anniversary party, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

· Family hosts a big meal.
· Happy, upbeat music plays in background.
· Granny shows Papa’s friend how to eat Japanese food.
· Sisters sing songs and dance; family laughs joyfully.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text?

How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Manzanar pulled the Wakatsuki family apart because it shows how close the family was before internment.

	Describe Papa burning the Japanese flag, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Papa explains aloud that he was given the flag by an uncle.
•
His eyebrows are pushed together; looks concerned and upset.
•
Papa says, “What a stupid waste” as he burns the flag.
•
Jeanne asks, “Why did you burn the flag?”
•
Papa explains that, because he is a fisherman with access to a radio, the US government will suspect him of conspiring with Japan’s government.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text? (6)

· Papa burns flag.
· Jeanne can’t believe he’s doing that.
· Authors explain the same connection between Papa’s job as a fisherman and US government’s suspicions.
How does this moment depart from the text?

· No significant departure from the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Papa feels deeply conflicted loyalties both to Japan and to America because he must burn the flag to seem loyal to America, but doing so makes him very sad.

	Describe the moment when Mama reads the article in the newspaper about Papa’s arrest, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Mama sees article and hands newspaper to Teddy.
•
He reads it aloud.
•
Mama looks very upset, but does not cry or speak.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (8)?

•
Emotions are the same: family is saddened and frightened by Papa’s absence.
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
Mama does not weep uncontrollably; Jeanne is not in the scene and does not cling to her legs.
•
Teddy/Woody is in the scene.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacts her understanding of events in the text because Jeanne doesn’t understand enough about Papa’s arrest to be upset.

	Describe the moment when a man tries to buy Mama’s heirloom china and she destroys it, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Camera focuses on Mama’s face as she smashes the china on the floor.
•
Her expression is full of rage; she looks as if she might cry or yell. 
•
Camera shows the china crashing and breaking into pieces.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (12–13)?

•
Same actions and descriptions of her emotions.
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
All details are faithful to the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Mama has a deep sense of personal dignity, which is threatened by the conditions at Manzanar because she would rather smash her precious dishes than be insulted by the price the man is offering. She refuses to be cheated by people who want to take advantage of the desperate conditions pre-internment is forcing her and her family into.

	Describe the moment when Jeanne talks to a friend on the bus, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Jeanne talks to another girl on the bus. 
•
The girl asks Jeanne if she has ever been to camp. 
•
Jeanne says that she hasn’t, but that some of her Caucasian friends have. 
•
She says that it sounds like “fun” because they “slept outside and went on hikes.”
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (16–17)?

How does this moment depart from the text?

· Scene not in the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacts her understanding of events in the text because Jeanne doesn’t understand the difference between summer camp and an imprisoned life in an internment camp.

	Describe the moment when the family arrives at Manzanar, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Lighting is dark when the Wakatsukis arrive at Manzanar.
•
There is ominous music, the screech of bus brakes.
•
Soldier waving the bus in; barbed wire; guard tower; search light.
•
Baby crying.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (17–18)?

•
Many details faithful to the text: barbed wire, barracks, baggage. 
•
And faithful to the feeling of the family in the text: “No one waved or spoke. They just stared out the windows, ominously silent” (17).
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
Some details differ: sand pelting the bus like rain, sunset rather than pitch dark.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text? (completed in Lesson 11)

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacts her understanding of events in the text because she doesn’t understand why her family is so quiet upon seeing the barbed wire and soldiers. She is just happy to have made it all together.


	Film Segment 2 [00:27:31–00:52:46]: Contains content from Chapters 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 9

	Describe the moments before and during the improvements to living conditions in Manzanar, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Kids covered in dust, latrines dirty and without partitions; open sewers man digging in it.
•
Kids walking on piles of wood.
•
Mysterious, sad music with dust.
•
Happy music with people building and sewing; sounds of sewing machine; voiceover with laughter.
•
Mama’s disgusted facial expression at latrines and sad face with Woody.
•
Woody’s hand on Mama’s shoulder; smile and hug.
•
Smiling faces at new clothes.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (21–30)? 

•
Descriptions about the terrible, inhumane conditions of public toilets without plumbing and barracks that still let in wind and dust.
•
Film images emphasize the unjust treatment in the internment camps.
•
Mysterious and sad music matches the idea in the text that the living conditions are unjust and inhumane.
•
Mama’s face is expressive throughout this scene; often looks worried, sad, or serious at the conditions in the camp—match her serious and sad responses in the text to the family’s experience in camp.
How do these moments depart from the text? 

•
Happy music as the internees build and sew and the laughter in the voiceover not like text’s terrible conditions.
How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text?

These moments help convey the significant idea that Mama has a deep sense of personal dignity, which is threatened by the conditions at Manzanar because the conditions are so terrible, and Mama’s reaction to them shows her sense of dignity. She shows that she believes neither she nor her children deserve such treatment.

	Describe the moment when Papa is imprisoned and interviewed, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Big cage with Papa and other older men milling about.
•
Papa’s solemn face answering interviewer.
•
Interviewer annoyed expression and casually smoking; amused face at question about his birth; ashamed about the questions Papa asks.
•
Papa is sad when he asks about parents fighting.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (54–58)?

•
Papa’s heavy, sad, shocked, and serious expressions throughout are faithful the text descriptions of his sorrow and frustration at being imprisoned, falsely accused, and the fact that he is being asked to be loyal to a country that denies him citizenship and other basic rights.
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
The moment of Papa and the other men in a big cage is not in the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Papa feels deeply conflicted loyalties both to Japan and to America because he compares his loyalty for both countries to the feelings a child has for his parents.

	Describe the moment of Mama talking to Alice, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Mama sad and slowly walking as she asks about where everyone is eating. 
•
Gentle smile at her mother as she gives Granny food.
•
Mama’s sad face and hands up and down as she asks Alice why she doesn’t eat with them.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (31–35)? 

•
These interactions do show a significant idea developed in the text that Manzanar pushed the family apart—especially around mealtimes.
How does this moment depart from the text? 

•
These exact interactions are not in the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Manzanar pulled the Wakatsuki family apart because it emphasizes how mealtimes are no longer special family times. Everyone is eating in a different place at a different time.

	Describe the moments of the meeting, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Serious and angry faces at meeting.
•
Joe waving his hand as he speaks in a loud, urgent voice.
•
Leader holding his coat and shouting; then lowers his voice to talk about his family being kept in horse stall; almost crying about his mother’s stroke.
•
White camp director looks confused and serious.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (66–67)? 

•
Film’s angry and serious faces of the other internees at the meetings are faithful to the text’s description of the rising tension in the camp over the terrible living conditions, the injustices, and the insult of unjust imprisonment.
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Some small details depart from text.
How does this scene help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that the experiences of internment led to tension and conflict among the Japanese internees because the internees are angry at the conditions and injustice of internment but disagree loudly with one another about how to resolve these issues.

	Describe the moment of the family’s argument, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

· Woody and Richie shouting.
· All and Mama with serious angry faces.
· Woody slaps table; Richie looks down, disappointed, when Woody says cooperating is helping with the war.
· Mama’s cheerful face when she starts answering Jeanne’s questions about the enemy and inu; then Mama’s face is sad and serious.
· Jeanne’s face is serious.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (60–61)?

· These interactions do show a significant idea developed in the text that Manzanar pushed the family apart.
· Also shows how Jeanne doesn’t understand the injustice of being imprisoned and considered the enemy based on race.
How does this moment depart from the text?

· These exact interactions are not in the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Manzanar pulled the Wakatsuki family apart because the boys argue about how to respond to the conditions and injustice of internment to the point where Richie decides to move out and live with friends.
This moment also helps convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacts her understanding of events in the text because she does not understand why people are calling one another inu nor who the enemy is.


	Film Segment 3 [00:52:47–01:15:20]: Contains content from Chapters 5, 8, 9, and 11

	Describe the moments before, during, and after the riot, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Frank beaten; can’t see faces; grunts.
•
Whites interviewing, “They’re all the same.”
•
Speech from kitchen worker about unjust imprisonment.
•
White camp director yelling about MPs and open rebellion.
•
Rioters with torches.
•
Sirens whirring; whistles blowing.
•
White and Asian doctors and nurses hide Frank.
•
White MPs calling the internees “Japs.”
•
Heroic interaction between Richie and nurse.
•
Rioters cheering with torches.
•
Police on megaphone; suspenseful music.
•
Rioters throw objects (homemade bombs).
•
MPs shoot into the crowd.
•
Serious music and wind as dead men lie on ground.
•
Doctor drawing the dead bodies with strange, sad music playing.
•
Covers the bodies with sheet; focus on foot tag while the white camp director speaks.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (68–69)?

•
The causes (unjust imprisonment and treatment), the tension, and most important events (like the internees marching to the prison and white MPs shooting at them and killing two) are faithful to the text.
•
Show the true tensions are between the imprisoned and the prison guards.
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Some details differ, like the beating is only heard about in the text; not shown.
•
Caucasians’ voices/perspective not heard in the text.
•
No interaction between Richie and nurse.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that the experiences of internment led to tension and conflict among the Japanese internees because the leaders of the riot are so angry, they are willing to hurt another internee over his response to the conditions and injustice of internment.


	•
Camp director speaks of his own family; his German descent; “We are all prisoners of war in some way” because his son is in Germany fighting cousins.
	This moment also helps convey the significant idea that the idea of internment was created out of dangerous and unsupported assumptions because the Caucasian soldiers reveal their racism when they refer to the internees as “Japs” and kill two of the rioters, showing that their racism and assumptions led to violence and death. Also, the Caucasian camp director compares his experience as a father of a boy fighting in the war to the experience of the internees, showing that he doesn’t understand and is reinforcing the assumption that Japanese Americans should be interned as a natural part of the war.

	Describe the moment of Papa’s arrival, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Sad music and voiceover about not hearing from Papa.
•
Joe released from prison and brings letter from Papa; Mama’s happy expression.
•
Jeanne and Mama talking about their love; Mama’s thoughtful, happy face.
•
Happy voiceover; family gathered with best clothes; happy faces; giggles; small talk.
•
Family’s faces turn nervous as Papa is last off the bus.
•
Sad music as camera pans up from feet to Papa’s face.
•
Jeanne runs to hug; Mama follows sobbing; holding Ko’s face.
•
Papa is crying as well.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (40–41)?

•
Feelings of nervous excitement at Papa’s arrival and all family members who can be there are there.
•
Camera view of Papa cane first, disheveled, and old matches the description in the text.
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
Events are in a different order from the text (e.g., Papa is already at Manzanar for the riots in Segment 2).
•
Joe isn’t involved in letter delivery in text.
•
Dialogue about Mama’s and Papa’s courtship not in text.
•
Only Jeanne goes to Papa, not Mama.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Papa’s experiences of internment forever changed his identity because he is so changed from the strong, happy man at the beginning of the film to the broken, disheveled man at this point.

	Describe the moments after Papa’s arrival, during Christmas, and after Christmas, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Sad music continues as Papa sits on barrack bed staring off.
•
Mama sweetly smiles and asks Ko to eat; he stares off then looks at food and asks for two desserts.
•
Puts dessert in small container.
•
Sees boys outside and looks away.
•
Happy Christmas music and snow.
•
Opening presents, smiling faces but unsure.
•
Papa staring off in space even after he opens present.
•
Focus on Papa’s solemn face while others open presents.
•
Papa stealing equipment from hospital.
•
Jeanne’s voiceover about Papa seeking oblivion because he was so humiliated about what had happened to him and his family.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (59–60, 74)?

•
The feeling of it being a bad Christmas and the fact that Papa is seeking “oblivion” is faithful to the text.
How do these moments depart from the text? 

•
These details are not in the text.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Papa’s experiences of internment forever changed his identity because he is no longer the strong, happy man. He is now drinking and withdrawn.

	Describe the moments surrounding the loyalty oath, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Joe comes by to talk loyalty oath: reads it aloud. 
•
Papa jokes at first; then he looks serious, even shocked.
•
Joe explains the dilemma with an urgent voice and face.
•
Papa jokes and points out the deeper issues; angry face as he shouts and kicks Joe out.
•
Teddy and Rich talking about their dilemma—wanting to get out but not able to; “demand people treat you equal . . . we have to prove we’re equal.”
•
Papa lecturing Teddy, walking about with cane; gentle face and voice until Teddy starts talking about citizenship and the loyalty oath.
•
Papa’s angry face; then a flashback to being imprisoned; Papa continues to drink through the flashbacks; strange, scary music plays.
•
Mama pats Papa’s back as he throws up.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (73–82)?

•
The extremity of the emotions the men all feel about the loyalty oath.
•
Papa lecturing Teddy/Woody.
•
Papa’s anger and his response of drinking.
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Details differ: Joe doesn’t read loyalty oath in text; dialogue of brothers discussing oath not in the text.
How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text?

These moments help convey the significant idea that Papa feels deeply conflicted loyalties both to Japan and to America because he explains that he cannot deny the one country that accepts him (Japan), nor can he deny the country by which he wants to be accepted (America).
These moments help convey the significant idea that the experiences of internment led to tension and conflict among the Japanese internees because Papa fights with Joe and with Woody/Teddy about the insult of being asked for loyalty from a country that is unjustly imprisoning them and denies them citizenship.


	Film Segment 4 [01:15:21–01:46:00]: Contains content from Chapters 8, 11, 13, 14, 15, 17, and 22

	Describe the moment when Mama and Jeanne overhear gossip and what happens with Papa after, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Women call Papa an inu; Mama’s expression shows that she hears them, is upset.
•
Papa angry at Mama; accuses her of gossiping and lying about where she was.
•
Papa pushes Mama to the ground; picks up a stick with which to hit her; she tells him to “get it over with” and that she doesn’t care.
•
Intense music plays throughout.
•
Papa is hit in the nose by his young son, and he stops attacking Mama.
•
Jeanne runs to Mama and Mama cries.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (60–61)?

•
Mama and Jeanne hear two women whisper about Papa and call him an inu.
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Jeanne asks Mama directly what an inu is, and Mama answers.
•
Jeanne and Mama have a conversation about the meaning of the word; in the text, she does not learn until years later.
How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text?

These moments help convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacts her understanding of events in the text because she asks simple questions about complicated topics. Jeanne asks Mama, “Who is the enemy?” and Mama cannot provide a clear answer because it is too complicated to understand and explain. Jeanne’s confused expressions show that she does not fully understand what it means to be called an inu.
These moments also help convey the significant idea that Manzanar pulled the Wakatsuki family apart because Papa has become so broken by internment that he drinks and beats Mama until Kiyo physically defends her. The family is violently torn apart by their unjust imprisonment.

	Describe the moments surrounding the loyalty oath meeting, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Papa prepares for meeting; shaves, drinks coffee, gets dressed.
•
Has solemn expression as he looks at himself in the mirror.
•
No music or dialogue; only crickets and sounds of Papa’s steps when he leaves.
•
Scenes switch between the loyalty oath meeting and talent show; talent show has gentle singing and happy mood.
•
Papa speaks at meeting; He says, “I don’t want my future depending on a group vote.” He tells the audience they will have “no life to pick up again” in Japan if they are sent back. He admits that America puts him “in a prison camp” but still wants to pledge his loyalty to the United States.
•
Camera shifts between shots of Papa and shots of pensive audience members.
•
Papa’s clear and pleading voice; pauses at powerful moments; voice raised by the end of the speech.
•
Papa argues with audience members; a man calls him an inu; they begin to fight; there is lots of yelling and commotion.
•
Talent show is interrupted by the fight at the meeting.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (78–80)?

•
Papa participates in a loyalty oath meeting to defend his “yes yes” position.
•
Text includes descriptions of Papa shaving, getting dressed, and walking to the meeting.
•
Papa is called an inu while he speaks; a fight breaks out.
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Papa’s specific dialogue is not taken from the text.
•
Teddy is in the audience, but in the text, Papa told Teddy he could not come.
•
The fight disrupts a talent show (not described in the text).
How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text?

These moments help convey the significant idea that the experiences of internment led to tension and conflict among the Japanese internees because it shows how strongly people disagreed about what to do about the loyalty oath. Should they pledge loyalty to the United States, which has imprisoned them, or should they pledge loyalty to Japan and be sent away? Experiences of internment made people feel angry and helpless, and they sometimes took it out on one another.

	
	This moment also helps convey the significant idea that Papa feels deeply conflicted loyalties both to Japan and to America because it shows that he does not wholly believe in his choice to pledge loyalty to the United States. He admits that America has imprisoned him, but he also believes that he has no life to pick up again in Japan.

	Describe the moment when Mama and Papa sing the national anthem, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
The camera frame shows a single candle burning. The scene is silent.
•
Papa begins to sing the national anthem; he looks sad and defeated.
•
The camera zooms out to show Mama singing with him; their voices are solemn. 
•
Candlelight gives the moment a sense of drama.
	How does this moment stay faithful to the text (80–81)?

•
Papa sings the national anthem and feels emotional.
•
Film faithful to text by conveying the sense of gravity and pain associated with this song for Papa.
How does this moment depart from the text?

•
Papa sings with Mama, instead of with a friend of Chizu’s (in the text, Mama, Woody, and Chizu hum along as Papa and the friend sing).
•
No mention of Papa’s personal relationship with the song; in the text, he sang it every morning as a schoolboy in Japan.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Papa feels deeply conflicted loyalties both to Japan and to America because it shows Papa’s emotion. He has just announced that he will pledge loyalty to the United States in the loyalty oath, but he clearly feels an enduring emotional connection to his home country of Japan.

	Describe the moment surrounding Richie and Teddy leaving to fight in the war, noting the filmmakers’ choices.

•
Lois tries to talk Richard out of joining the army. He refuses to listen.
•
Teddy gives his wife a passionate kiss good-bye.
•
Teddy and Richie board the bus.
•
The mood is mostly light and happy. Someone says cheerfully, “Tell us about the food!”
•
The bus leaves. Teddy and Richie are gone.
•
The camera moves to show the round belly of Teddy’s pregnant wife.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (109–112)?

•
Teddy/Woody goes to war. 
•
The family waves good-bye as the bus pulls away.
•
Film faithfully depicts mixed feelings about Woody’s leaving (both smiles and somber expressions).
How do these moments depart from the text?

•
Lois (the nurse) involved in these moments in the film, but not in the text.
•
In the text, only one of Jeanne’s brothers—Woody/Teddy—leaves for war.
How does this moment help convey a significant idea in the text?

This moment helps convey the significant idea that Manzanar pulled the Wakatsuki family apart because it shows family members leaving others behind at the camp.
In the text, the connection made between Papa and Woody leaving shows that Jeanne does not understand why people are leaving. The text conveys the significant idea that Jeanne’s youth impacted her understanding of events in the text. This idea is not conveyed in these moments in the film.

	Describe the moments showing recreational activities at Manzanar, noting the choices made by the filmmakers.

•
Jeanne’s voiceover: “Manzanar had become a unique community”; describes it as a typical American city in some ways.
•
Happy, cheerful music plays over images that show people dancing, playing baseball, etc. at Manzanar.
•
A funny movie is shown at Manzanar; the audience watches and laughs.
•
Dance event; music plays and people dance together happily.
•
Jeanne learns how to twirl a baton.
•
Jeanne learns ballet dancing.
•
Traditional music plays over images of other recreational activities.
	How do these moments stay faithful to the text (93–101)?

•

Mama and Papa talk about what is next for them. Mama says she might get a job at a fish cannery. Jeanne is shown twirling a baton while her parents discuss what to do.

Papa says, “Did I tell you how much these mountains around here made me think about Japan? Maybe one day we can go back there for a visit.”

Jeanne’s voiceover: bombings at Hiroshima and Nagasaki ended the war, erased Papa’s pasts and hopes.

Voiceover: Papa chose to leave Manzanar “in his own style.”

He pulls up in a new, noisy car. He wants the family to jump in and go for a ride.

The text just mentions that “in June the schools were closed for good.” None of the rest of this is in the text.

•
Sequence is different: movie began with moments of grown-up Jeanne visiting the site of the internment camp; book ends with this scene.
How do these moments help convey a significant idea in the text?

These moments help convey the significant idea that Papa’s experiences of internment forever changed his identity by using dialogue to illustrate the loss of self and power that Papa feels.
These moments also help convey the significant idea that the effects and impact of being interned were experienced long after the closing of and departure from the camps through Jeanne.
These moments also help convey the significant idea that Jeanne’s family found solace and the strength to survive by turning to nature and its lessons of endurance and patience.

The final scene shows the family driving out of Manzanar in the new car. Papa is laughing and yelling; Mama looks annoyed but amused.
