The filmmakers’ use of characters, voice, and dialogue stays faithful to the ideas in the text; Jeanne is on the way to an internment camp, but does not fully understand what this means.

The filmmakers’ choices in the moment when Jeanne is talking to Mama about what it means to be an inu faithfully convey the idea that Jeanne is too young to understand the events of the text.
Point 2: What is the second point from the text you are offering to support your claim?

In another important moment from the text, Jeanne tries to make sense of the word inu.
Evidence: What evidence from the text supports this point?

· Jeanne and Mama hear two women call Papa an inu, which means “dog” in Japanese.
· At the time, Jeanne thinks the women are just speaking badly about Papa “because he never socialized” (60).
· Years later, Jeanne would learn that “inu also meant collaborator or informer” (61) or traitor.
Reasoning: What reasoning develops your point and ties it back to the claim?

This distinction between Jeanne’s early and later knowledge of this word emphasizes all that Jeanne did not know while she was a child living at Manzanar.

Point 2: What is the second point from the film you are offering to support your claim?

In this moment in the film, the filmmakers use dialogue to convey Jeanne’s naivete and confusion.

Evidence: What evidence from the film supports this point?

· Departure from the text: Jeanne asks Mama what an inu is, and Mama answers in the moment.
· Mama says that “here, it means worse [than ‘dog’]: someone who helps the enemy.”
· The camera shows Jeanne looking up, clearly trying to make sense of what she is told.
· Jeanne asks, “Who is the enemy?”
· Mama is not able to provide an answer, suggesting that the answer is more complicated than Jeanne can comprehend.
Reasoning: What reasoning develops your point and ties it back to the claim?

Jeanne’s questions show the viewer that Jeanne does not fully understand what makes an inu or why Papa is being accused of disloyalty; Mama’s response shows there isn’t a simple answer to her naive question; dialogue allows film to remain faithful to the significant idea.

· Some might argue that the film does not effectively convey Jeanne’s youthful naivete and its impact on her understanding of events.

Farewell to Manzanar tells the story of the Wakatsukis, one of many Japanese American families forced to live in an internment camp during World War II. After the Pearl Harbor attack, the US government begins to view Japanese Americans with suspicion. The government unfairly believes that they might try to help Japan win the war against the United States. One significant idea in Farewell to Manzanar is that Ko Wakatsuki (Papa) feels deeply conflicted loyalties to both Japan and the United States. Descriptions of Papa help the reader understand how painful it is for Papa to feel loyalty to two warring countries. By looking at key moments of the text and the film, we can see that the film Farewell to Manzanar effectively conveys this significant idea of Papa’s painful conflicted loyalties.

In one important early moment from the text, Jeanne describes her father on the night of the bombing of Pearl Harbor. Papa has a beautiful Japanese flag which he brought with him thirty-five years earlier when he left Hiroshima. Hours after hearing of the Japanese bombing of Pearl Harbor, Papa burns the flag (6). Keeping the flag all those years illustrates how much Papa’s homeland of Japan still means to him; burning it shows how much his sense of being American means to him. Clearly, Papa is feeling very conflicted about his choice to burn the flag. The filmmakers choose several techniques to capture this significant idea. The light is dim, which emphasizes the bright, devouring flames. Jeanne speaks in a voiceover, “I had never seen my mother and father so angry and so sad at the same time.” Papa holds his gaze at the flag in his hands, as if realizing what a big moment this is, then throws it into the flames. His face twists with emotion as dramatic music plays. Papa bows his head before the burning flag, almost as if he is praying. The filmmakers’ choices in this moment convey how deeply Papa loves Japan even as he destroys all the connections he has with it. Through its dramatic touches regarding lighting, voiceovers, music, and body language, the film remains faithful to the ideas in the text. Papa’s deeply conflicted loyalties are clear. He loves Japan, but he must separate himself from Japan to demonstrate support to the United States.

Some might argue that the film does not effectively convey Papa’s conflicted loyalties. Sometimes, the film contains new details that depart from the text. For example, in the text, when Papa burns the Japanese flag, he does not say a word aloud. The reader is given no explicit details about his body language. The flag is described simply as one he brought from Hiroshima many years before. The reader is able to infer how Papa is feeling based on what is already known about Papa in the text. In contrast, Papa says aloud in the film that the flag was actually a gift from an uncle. The film also adds other details, such as Papa bowing his head and looking near tears as the flag burns. It is true that the film departs from the text. However, even though this is a departure from the text, these extra details are effective because they add emotional intensity to the scene and illuminate the text’s significant idea of Papa’s conflicted loyalties. Through this film scene, the viewer can better understand Papa’s sadness at having to choose one country over another. The filmmakers’ choices might be somewhat different from the authors’, but they honor the same significant idea of painfully conflicted loyalties that the author intends.

All in all, the film effectively conveys the idea of Papa’s conflicted loyalties. Through faithful depictions of key moments from the text, the film shows that feeling connected to two countries at war is painful for Papa. Though some film details depart from the text, they are still in line with this significant idea. By making choices to emphasize the significant idea of Papa’s conflicted loyalties, the filmmakers have made sure the audience grasps this important, sad, and deeply personal aspect of internment at Manzanar.
