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Unit 3 Assessment: Science Talk Protocol: Discussing the Needs of Living Things
(For Teacher Reference)

This assessment centers on CCSS ELA SL.K.1a and SL.K.1b and asks students to participate in three separate Science Talks. During each Science Talk, students are encouraged to use sentence starters to help them share information they have learned and to demonstrate understanding of and add on to what others have said.

· During the first Science Talk, students review the individual notes they created based on their small group research and select one piece of information to share in response to the question: “What do trees need to live and grow?

· During the second Science Talk, students review the individual notes they created based on their small group research and select two pieces of information to share in response to the question: “What do trees provide to help other living things live and grow?”

· During the final Science Talk, students review their individual notes they created based on class discussion and select one pattern to share in response to the question: “What patterns can we observe in how living things live and grow?”

Assessment Directions:
The assessment is administered in Unit 3, Lessons 6, 8, and 9.
Part I: Lesson 6
1. Tell students they are going to use their Tree: Individual Notes during the Science Talk protocol to discuss what trees need in order to live and grow. Remind them that they used this protocol in Modules 1 and 2, and review as necessary using the Science Talk Protocol anchor chart. (Refer to the Classroom Protocols document for the full version of the protocol.)

2. Post and review the following sentence starters:

· “I would like to add _______.”

· “This makes me think ______.”

3. Guide students through the protocol using the following question:

“What does your tree need to live and grow?”
4. As students participate in the Science Talk, circulate and use the Speaking and Listening Checklist to document progress toward SL.K.1a and SL.K.1b.

Part II: Lesson 8
1. Follow the same routine from Lesson 6 to guide students through the Science Talk protocol using the following question:

“What does your tree provide for other living things?”
Part III: Lesson 9
1. Follow the same routine from Lessons 6 and 8 to guide students through the Science Talk protocol using the following question:

“What patterns can we observe in how living things meet their needs?”
